JUNIOR TRYOUT CAMPS



At the various Junior league meetings which I have attended over the past year there have been questions concerning tryout camps held by the various Branch Junior teams and more specifically in relationship to the cost of obtaining insurance coverage for the participants.

As a Branch and member of Hockey Canada we need to be concerned in this area and realize that each of us have a responsibility to do whatever we can to ensure that we provide participants with the safest possible environment under which to tryout and excel in our game. 
To assist our member Junior teams in achieving this goal we are pleased to announce the procedure  that will provide Junior teams with “SANCTIONED TEAM TRYOUTS”.  Branch approved Junior Tryout Camps will be covered under the HC Insurance program,  PROVIDED the hosting team conducts their “TRYOUT CAMP” in accordance with Branch and Hockey Canada Regulations.  In order to qualify it is required and that team complete and submit the requested attached documentation to the office 10 days prior to the start of their camp.
· SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST: the team must complete and submit the attached document along with a copy of the ice rental permit of the office.
· PLAYER TRYOUT PERMISSION: each player attending your camp from outside the ODHA must submit a completed and signed copy of this form to the Junior team prior to participating in the TRYOUT CAMP activities. 
(Note : this form is not required for players from a lower level who were registered in the ODHA in the previous season.)
· USA players wishing to participate in the tryout camp must complete a USA Hockey/Hockey                Canada Tryout form and the player must provide evidence of extended health care coverage
      while outside the US. This form must be completed and returned to the Junior team who will    

      in turn forward the form to the ODHA office by fax 10 days prior to the start of the camp in     

      order that approval may be requested from Hockey Canada /USA Hockey by the Branch .
· Teams hosting these tryout camps are required to comply with Branch and Hockey Canada regulations (i.e.; minor aged players must wear full facial protection and throat protectors for all on-ice sessions).
We hope that this information will assist all junior teams in their tryouts sessions.
